One thing I should note is that the space is very SMALL. The other
patrons become your inadvertent dining partners--every conversation is
easily overheard, and no matter where you sit you're likely to be sitting
very close to someone at another table. The patio offers a little more
privacy, if you don't mind baking in the sun. But despite this, the
experience is still enjoyable--just know what to expect.

At What Crepe?, you're made to feel genuinely welcome, like each and
every person there is sincerely happy and grateful that you came. This
level of graciousness is hard to find, and it, much like this restaurant
and its wonderful crepes, is a welcome treat.
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
